Despite this we have been able to 

achieve a net profit of $95,513 all whilst improving the facility for members and planning for the future.  

During the year the board had embarked on a master plan for the future of the club.  You would have 

seen the display in the foyer over the past few months.  Hopefully this can break ground in the not too 

distant future.  It has been designed with many things in mind, but the main one is diversification of 

revenue streams. 

During the year, the board sought independent legal advice on the need to change from a Cooperative 

to a Company.  We have been advised that this change is not necessary and only requires a small change 

in the rules of the club to again be trading perfectly legally.  As a result, a special resolution will be 

brought before the AGM and in return will save the club many thousands of dollars.   

I would like to thank each member of the board for contributing their time and effort.  This has been 

one of the best and productive boards I have been involved with.  The bowls board has done a 

tremendous job in organising and running a very successful year of bowls. 

Ian Martin, in his first year as Secretary Manager, has run the club in a very professional manner.  He has 

ensured that much-needed repairs and maintenance have been implemented.  He is steering the club in 

the right direction for the long-term future of its members. 

I would also like to thank Leisa, Barney and all the staff, the Retired Bowlers, President Lorraine and the 

lady bowlers.  They are all valuable members of this club and are greatly appreciated.

Secretary Managers Report 

Members, 

Can I first pass on my sincere condolences for those who have lost loved ones throughout the year. 

This financial year saw one of the worst economic crises in all time.  The stock market all but halved 
from April 08 to April 09, the Australian dollar rose significantly to adversely affect international 
investment returns and exports while business confidence plummeted.  Recently we have seen 
somewhat of a return of business confidence on the back of low interest rates, and unemployment 
levels that as yet have not significantly risen.  Despite the tough times, we have been able to again post 
a strong profit while servicing many repair and maintenance problems within the club. 

During the year the club has installed a new till system, replaced the main roof, updated, both the bistro 
and gaming room and planned for the future the master plan.  Many other areas of business have also 
been addressed including reducing the club loan to $1000 and the review of contractors used.  As a 
result the next few years for Redhead Bowling Club are set to become some of the most exciting times 
to be a member as the club evolves. 

 Welcome to all the new members.  Our membership drive this year was very successful, and I hope 
another in the not to distant future will be even more so.  If you are a new member, remember 
information can be found on our website, www.redheadbc.com, or by phone regarding, services, 
entertainment and bowls.

Overall the financial year posted a net profit of $95,513 after non cash deductions, which is comparable 
to last year, but reflective of the work that has been done around the club.     

Dudley Redhead United Junior Soccer Club was welcomed this year as a sponsored sporting team.  This 
is a direction that the club is actively pursuing for Redhead Bowling Club wants to be the centre of the 
entire community while diversifying revenue streams.  Already both the club and DRUJSC have benefited 
greatly from this relationship, and I hope this continues well into the future.   

Overall the year has been very successful with notable mention to the Grade 5 men’s Pennant winning 
the zone.  I would like to thank the board of directors this year particularly Chairman Bill Mulley, and 
Deputy Chairman Klaus Wispereit for all their maintenance and bus driving.
